Property searches are the most commonly used program on an MLS system. They need to be easy to use 
and provide useful feedback during the search process. Searches should be very responsive, well 
organized and easy to customize, save, and automate. We have all of that and more. 
 
 
Easy to use Search Screens – All useful information should be in front of you on one screen. Paging around or 
pulling screens up and down is just a waste of your time. The information should be easy to enter and the options to 
view results should be clear. We have that. 
 
Count on the Fly – Why go on entering parameters if you have very limited matching records? With Valet/MLS 
you will see the count of matching records as each field is entered or modified. The fields can be searched in 
whatever order the user chooses and see the matching counts almost instantly upon exiting the search field. Count 
on the fly saves you time and gives you feedback when you need it not after you have entered many search fields. 
  
Easy to customize search screens – The screens are arranged according to the MLS design committee. There 
are search screens based on various statuses  such as New, Active, Sold and Expired and searching characteristics 
such as listing number, address and others. There are search screens for property history, public records and to 
locate agents and offices. Each of these search screens are designed to make each search operation fast and easy. 
Many members will find the basic search screens to work perfectly for them, however some members will want to 
modify the screens. Those members will want to change the fields that are searched and the order the fields appear 
on each screen. With Valet/MLS that is very easy to do. These changes can be made at the MLS level, the Firm 
level, the Office level or the individual agent level. The customized searches become part of the menu system as you 
replace standard programs with your customized version. To make customization less risky we have added a simple 
way to uncustomize each search and return to the MLS standard screen for that particular search. 
  
Search on any/all fields – Locating the perfect property for you home buying clients or the ideal comparables for 
a potential seller means being able to search on any data field in the property record. Valet/MLS allows the user to 
select whatever fields they wish to search on in each searching situation.  Any field or combination of fields can be 
searched. 
 
Search across Property Types – Sometimes there is a need to look in many places for the right matching 
property. By allowing the searching across property types it reduces the members desire to place their property in 
several places to hope it is found.  
 
Easy to automate searches – Any search that needs to be done on a routine basis can be automated using our 
MarketWatch service. Any search from a roster look-up to a tax search, to a CMA can be automated to run from once 
an hour to once a week. The results can be E-Mailed to you, you and your client, or just to your client. You can have 
one report sent to you and a different report sent to your client. MarketWatch can send a broker an E-Mail of all of 
their listings that will expire in the next few weeks. MarketWatch can also send text messages to your cell phone 
within minutes of a matching property being entered into the system. If you can search it MarketWatch can automate 
it. 
 
Search online or offline – Valet/MLS works in 3 modes, browser only, thin client or distributed. To work in the 
distributed database mode you must download the MLS or a portion of the MLS database. Once you have a local 
database established you can use the same powerful user interface even if you can’t get an internet connection. 
 
No required search fields – The system is built to allow you to search without having to fill in a predetermined list 
of search criteria to get results. No restriction is built into the system to make you enter area, property type or price 
range. Those entries may make sense in most situations, but they do not make sense in all situations. 
 
Enter codes, names or use look-up tables – It is easier to learn a new system by picking search criteria from 
a list, such as areas, property types, school districts etc. However those lists can slow down the search entry process 
once you have mastered the use of the new system. Therefore entering codes, numbers or names will ultimetly save 
the knowledgeable user time and effort in getting to the results they desire.
